Mr Banks said that the Tawa Community Board was opposed to any change that would see Tawa included with Porirua City as a regional constituency.  He expressed the view that moving Tawa in with Porirua for Regional Council representation would be the first step in moving Tawa for territorial authority purposes and would undermine the good working relationship the Community Board had developed with Wellington City Council.  Mr Banks added that the factors shown on the Order Paper were geographic and did not reflect the true aspect of a community of interest, such as place of employment or recreation.  If there was a problem he suggested that it be resolved by combining Porirua with either Kapiti or Wellington.
